
NORTHWEST CHINA COUNCIL CHINESE LANGUAGE CLASSES Summer 2022 

The China Council is offering 8 weeks of Mandarin Chinese language classes in Summer 2022 for students of 

all ability levels. Classes are small, fun, with lots of speaking and individual attention. Students learn the 

phonetic Pinyin writing system and Chinese characters (include handwriting and computer typing using the 

Chinese Pinyin input method). For intermediate students, classes aim to develop advanced Chinese language 

proficiencies. Chinese culture is introduced at all levels. Willow Zheng, a native Mandarin speaker with 23 

years’ experience teaching Mandarin as a second language, teaches all classes. Except where necessary (at the 

beginning), classes are conducted in Mandarin, which is very beneficial for listening comprehension. We use 

the ACTFL Proficiency Guidelines, to help students use language in the real world, and we discuss Chinese 

culture and customs in our classes for students planning to travel to China.

This class is for students with no previous Chinese learning experience. Students learn Chinese pinyin phonetic 

system, character recognition, writing, and pronunciation; class focus is on establishing good speaking habits, 

using correct tones, and carrying on basic conversation. We also focus on beginning character recognition, 

writing and typing Chinese characters using the computer. The theme of the class: Greetings; simple 

introduction, family, and inviting someone to dinner. Text: Integrated Chinese, Level I, Part I. Class starts with

Beginning Mandarin 1 - Mondays, Aug 1 – Sept 26, 7:15 – 8:45 PM (No class on Labor Day Sept 5) 

Class is for students who have basic knowledge of Chinese pinyin phonetic system, character writing, and 

pronunciation; Class start with lesson 7. 

 

Reading and Writing at Intermediate level - Thursdays July 28 – Sept 15, 4:00-5:30 PM  

For students with middle level experience speaking, reading, and writing Chinese. Class will emphasize 

Writing, listening and speaking skills. 在真实语言环境中练习听力和对话能力, and additional reading 

material will be added for intensive grammar and reading training 

 

The Intermediate Mandarin III that start with Level II Lesson 1 will take the summer off and meet again in 

the Fall.

Class starts with review and continue from where you stopped in Spring 2022 for returning students.
